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INSTANTHOUSE: second edition of 
the competition for young planners
This year the focus is on the environment 
and SOUNDSCAPE in contemporary metropolises
From 3 to 6 February 2010 at the Milan-Rho Trade Fair, in collaboration with Milan Polytechnic, FederlegnoArredo srl will be promoting the second edition of InstantHouse at MADE expo. This is a competition for students and new graduates from Italian and foreign faculties of Architecture, Engineering and Industrial Design. 

The theme of this second edition is “Temporary housing_SOUNDSCAPES”, namely the environment and soundscape in contemporary cities. A new “ecology of sensitivity” invites rethinking of the methods for planning homes in relation not only to toxic emissions of CO2, but also to constant acoustic pollution, often ignored by the western culture, which is more sensitive to the visual aspects of perception, despite being equally important for our health and adequate levels of quality of living.
“InstantHouse is just one of the many tools adopted by the Federation to reiterate its attention to youngsters”, states Rosario Messina, president of FederlegnoArredo. “This competition will give them the opportunity to plan their own future and it will also be an important chance for making their name known at an international-scope exhibition like MADE expo, during which a 1:1 scale prototype will be presented of the winning project”.
The projects will be selected for their capacity to valorise architectures that are sensitive to the environment and the territory, to sustainability and needs for well-being and quality of life and must present a temporary residential unit, linked to the presence of youngsters with great local mobility during particular metropolitan events like Expo 2015.  

Entries must contextualise the residential unit within an urban area adjacent to important infrastructural systems such as motorways, airports and railways, thus experimenting new urban possibilities in contexts that are today seen as marginal and extreme. It must be collocated in the space and environment using new technologies and innovative materials, compatible with the environment and stimulating for the senses. Entrants can re-use existing buildings or build a truly new settlement.
Competition registration and all documents requested must be received by the FederlegnoArredo headquarters no later than 12 noon on 25 November 2009.
